FROM THE ZONING INSPECTOR: As a reminder to all residents - you need a Zoning Permit for all structures being built, including but not limited to, accessory buildings and sheds, sheds that are pre-built and brought in, fences, decks or additions to decks, additions to ANY existing structures and any and all new construction.  I'm bringing this to everyone's attention because I've had to issue violation letters as a result of residents building structures, including a deck over a concrete porch, without first obtaining a Zoning Permit.  It is always better to call me before you start a lot of project.  

The same goes if you are thinking of building a fence or replacing an existing fence.  Call me BEFORE you start building the fence.  One resident who built a fence without a permit was required to tear part of it down because a portion of the fence was on his neighbor's property.  He had to remove part of the fence.  Although removal of the fence was required it isn't the outcome we like to see.  Call me before building!

 

A Zoning Permit is $25.  That's a lot cheaper than fines, court costs, and having to remove or move a structure.

 

To assist in keeping the Village clean and beautiful I need everyone's help.  First, if you see a neighbor building a structure or structures call me.  I will make sure that the proper permits are obtained and your rights as the adjacent property owner are preserved.  Second, junk or unlicensed vehicles are an eyesore and a violation.  If you see an unlicensed vehicle call me.  I will work with the resident to resolve the violation including having the vehicle towed if necessary.  Third, you are my eyes and ears and you play a direct role in keeping your Village clean and beautiful.  Call me if you see or suspect a violation exists.  ALL calls are confidential and I never reveal the person who reports a violation.  My phone number is (937) 475-2409.
