2026 rates will increase by $50/space after postmark of January 23, 2026 and no guarantee on space retention, especially if not paid by that date.   Payment in full is expected if you are applying prior to that date to reserve a space(s) for the year.  Last day to apply for the 2026 Festival is September 11, 2026**.  All fees must be paid by that date.  Payment is expected to be in the full amount.  Every effort will be made to honor requests for specific spaces or arrangements; however, it is impossible to guarantee.  ** Applications may be accepted after September 11 deadline with a $20 late fee based on availability and at the discretion of the festival committee.

Vehicles will NOT be permitted in the festival area during the hours of activity (9:00 am to 8:00 pm on Saturday, and 9:00 am to 5:00 pm on Sunday). All vehicles must be off the street by 9 AM.

Street security is provided during the entire festival weekend.

SETUPtc  \l 1 "SETUP"

Setup time begins 6:00 pm Friday, October 2nd, and must be completed by 9:00 am Saturday, October 3rd. 


Vendor space(s) locations will be issued the week prior to the festival, via email. Each vendor is responsible for his or her own setup and display. If only one space is rented, it MUST be confined to the 10' X 10' allowance (Food Vendors 10 X 20). Signs will not be displayed anywhere other than within your allotted space. 
       Food vendors/trucks must be in compliance with all current Greene County public health and fire codes. 
       Vendors with a heat source are REQUIRED to have FIRE EXTINGUISHER, ABC CLASS from a certified extinguisher company (not a retail store) and for grease/deep fryers K CLASS
PRIVATE 
TAKEDOWN and TRASH REMOVALtc  \l 1 "TAKEDOWN"

Vendors will refrain from takedown prior to 5:00 pm Sunday. 


ALL vendors will clean area around rented space and move trash to the center of the street throughout the day and each night. Trash must be placed in heavy duty garbage bags for disposal.  Food Vendors (not the festival) are responsible for the appropriate disposal of used cooking oil, food crates, and containers.

MARK ALL 220 WIRES FOR PHASES.  They should be black & red hots, white neutral and green ground. All vendors need to bring about 50 feet of extension cord.


No roving vendors or hawking will be permitted.  
      No unauthorized distribution of political or business advertisement is permitted.


No items with projectiles will be permitted.

      Set-ups should extend no farther than 10’ into the road without approval of the Vendor Chair.


The Festival Committee members may ask anyone who is not compliant with these regulations to leave.  


Signature on the application indicates that you have read and understand all these regulations.
